1 Everyone under 18 has these rights.

ALL CHILDREN have these rights, no matter who

they are, where they live, what their parents do,
what language they speak, what their religion is, whether
they are a boy or girl, what their culture is, whether they
have a disability, whether they are rich or poor.

‘When aduits make decisions, they should think
about how their decisions will affect children.

The government has a responsibility to make sure

your rights are protected. They must help your
family to protect your rights and create an environment
where you can grow and reach your potential.

Your family has the responsibility to help you
learn to exercise your rights, and to ensure that
your rights are protected.

6 You have the right to be alive.

You have the right to a name, and this should
be officially recognized by the government. You
have the right to a nationality (to belong to a country).

You have the right to an identity — an official record of
‘who you are. No one should take this away from you.

You have the right to live with your
parent(s), unless it is bad for you. You
have the right to live with a FAMILY that
cares for you.
1 If you live in a different country than your
parents do, you have the right to be together
in the same place.

Your parents should help you
decide what is right and wrong, and what is best for you.

1 5 You have the right to choose your own friends

and join or set up groups, as long as it isn’t
harmful to others.

1 6 ‘You have the right to privacy.

In Youth-Friendly Language

1 You have the right to get information that

is important to your well-being, from radio,
newspaper, books, computers and other sources.
Adults should make sure that the information you
are getting is not harmful, and help you find and
understand the information you need.

18 You have the right to be raised by your
parent(s) if possible.

1 9 ‘You have the right to be protected from being
hurt and mistreated, in body or mind.

20 You have the right to special care and help if
you cannot live with your parents.

2 1 You have the right to care and protection if
you are adopted or in foster care.

22 You have the right to special protection and
help if you are a refugee (if you have been
forced to leave your home and live in another country),
as well as all the rights in this Convention.

2 You have the right to special education and
care if you have a disabdity, as well as all the
rights in this Convention, so that you can live a full life.

Your EDUCATION should help you use and

develop your talents and abilities. It should
also help you learn to live peacefully, protect the
environment and respect other people.

3 You have the right to practice your own

culture, language and religion - or any you
choose. Minority and indigenous groups need special
protection of this right.

31 You have the right to play and rest.

3 2 You have the right to protection from work

that harms you, and is bad for your health
and education. If you work, you have the right to be
safe and paid fairly.

3 3 ‘You have the right to protection from harmful
drugs and from the drug trade.

35 No one is allowed to kidnap or sell you.

3 6 You have the right to protection from any kind
of exploitation (being taken advantage of).

3 8 You have the right to PROTECTION and
freedom from war. Children under 15 cannot
be forced to go into the army or take part in war.

3 You have the right to help if you've been
hurt, neglected or badly treated.

4 You have the right to legal help and fair
treatment in the justice system that respects
your rights.
