M.P. State Legal Service Authority under reference NALSA Letter F.No. 

L/39/2015, NALSA dated 06th January, 2017 (Flag ‘C’) received from the 

Member Secretary, National Legal Services Authority that a direction has 

been issued and approved by the Hon'ble Executive Chairman, National 

Legal Services Authority that a National Lok Adalat is to be organized 

once again on in two months and the first of this year is to be held on 11th 

February, 2017 on all subject matters for settlement of a large number of 

pending cases in the country.  

  Pursuant to afore-mentioned direction, High Court of Madhya 

Pradesh is required to take necessary measures to dispose of a large 

number of cases at the National Lok Adalat so as to send a strong message 

about the existence of alternative methods of dispute resolution available to 

the public, in addition to unclogging of the Judicial system and stimulating 

speedy disposal of cases in the Courts. 

Further, pursuant to the direction  in the afore-mentioned letter from 

NALSA, the Principal Seat at Jabalpur and the Benches at Indore and 

Gwalior will take up the following types of cases pending in the High 

Court for disposal at the National Lok Adalat:- 

 
1.  Criminal Compoundable Offence; 

2.  N.I. Act cases u/s 138; 
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3. Bank Recovery Cases; 

4.  MACT Cases; 

5.  Matrimonial disputes; 

6. Labour disputes cases; 

7.  Land Acquisition cases; 

8.  Electricity and Water Bills (excluding theft cases); Services 

matters relating to pay and allowances and retiral benefits; 

9.  Revenue cases; 

10. Other Civil cases (rent, easmentary rights, injunction suits, 

specific performance suits) etc; 

11. Other cases (please specified). 

From the past experience, it is observed that the task of identifying 

suitable cases undertaken in all earnestness has resulted in a higher rate of 

settlement. Further, it would be a purposeless exercise if a large number of 

cases are referred for the Lok Adalat and only a small number actually get 

settled. Careful selection of old matters is, therefore, a must. Appropriate 

new cases should also be referred to and must be taken up in the Lok 

Adalat. Newer areas may also be explored for reference to and settlement 

at Lok Adalats. Areas which lagged in the last National Lok Adalat may be 

reviewed to strengthen the reference and disposal.  

Once again, pre-sitting discussions with the parties should be held so 

that parties have time to reach a settlement. For this, the parties may be 

issued notices and called for the Pre-Lok Adalat conciliation sittings. 

Meetings may be convened between Govt. functionaries at the 

highest levels, including Public Undertakings/Corporations, Revenue 
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Officials etc., so that, policy decisions for settlement in terms of the 

National Litigation Policy may be taken.

4. Writ Petitions pertaining to increments for the period of 
ad-hoc officiation of Government and other employees 
as per circulars of the Government. 

5. Writ Petitions pertaining to fixation of special pay of 
Government Employees for Family Planning Operation 
as per judgment of the High Court. 

 

II. Service (Education):- 
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1.   Writ Petitions relating to Government Teachers for 

increment on acquiring qualification of B.Ed. and BTI 

as per circulars of the Government. 
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2. Writ petitions pertaining to increment to Lecturers, 

Readers   and Professors of Government Colleges and 

other Colleges on acquiring qualification of Ph.D. 

III. Others:- 
 

1. Other covered cases of Writ Petitions. 

2. Writ Appeals.

II) respectively. Shri Vijay Chandra, Secretary, Legal Aid Committee will 

look after the work of scrutiny of cases pertaining to Miscellaneous 

Appeals and Writ Petitions with the help of the Officers and Staff of the 

Section. 

Shri Pankaj Gaur, Registrar (Judicial-I), Shri Sushant Huddar, 

Registrar (Judicial-II), Shri Vijay Chandra, Secretary Legal Aid 

Committee and Shri Kishore Pithawe-Deputy Registrar (J-I), Shri Anil 

Pawar- Deputy Registrar (J-II), Shri M.K. Chourasiya-Assistant Registrar 

(J-I) and Smt. Nirupama Shrivastava-Assistant Registrar (J-II)  will carry 
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out the scrutiny of cases and take other steps as stated above with the help 

of Section Officers and Staff of the concerned Branch. 

The Court Managers in the Principal Seat, Jabalpur and in the 

Benches at Indore and Gwalior will monitor the following:- 
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i) Day to day progress on the scrutiny of cases for 

identification of the cases.
