3 The Dearness Aliowance will continue to be a distinct element of remuneration and will not
be lreated as pay within the ambit of FR §(21).

4, The payment on account of Dearness Allowance involving fractions of 50 paise and above
may be rounded off to the next higher rupee and the fractions of less than 50 paise may be ignored

5 These orders shall also apply to the civilian employees paid from the Defence Services
Estimates and the expenditure will be chargeable to the relevant head of the Defence Service
Estimates. In respect of Armed Forces personnel and Railway employees. separate orders wil be
issued by the Ministry of Defence and the Ministry of Railways, respectively.
