If the parties arrive at a settlement before the concihator relating to the suit, claim or dispute any part
thereof, such settlement shall be reduced to writing, signed by both the parties and countersigned
by the concilator ™

Not indulge mn conduct unbecoming of a concihator.
Up hold the integnity and fairness of the Conciliation process

Ensure that the parties invelved in the Concihation are fairly informed and have an adeguate un-
derstanding of the procedural aspects of the conciliation process.

While communicating with the parties avoid any impropriety or appearance of impropriety.

The concihator must avoid conciliating in cases where they have direct personal, professional or
financial interest in the outcome of the dispute. If the conciliator has any indirect interest, he is
bound to disclose to the parties such indirect interest at the earliest opportumty and he shall not
concihiate in the case unless the parties specifically agree to accept hum as conciliator, despite
such indirect interest.

Where the conciliator 1s an advocate, he shall not appear for any of the parties in respect of the
dispute which he had conciliated.

Conciliators have a duty to know the limits of their competence and ability in order to avoid taking
on assignments which they are not equipped to handle.
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(8) Conciliators have a duty to remam neutral throughout the Conciliation.

(9) Conciliators must respect the voluntary nature of Conciliation and must recognize the rights of the

parties to withdraw from the Conciliation at any stage

{10} Conciliation being confidential 1n nature, a conciliator shall be faithful to the confidentiality

reposed 1n him.

(11) Concihator has a duty to encourage the parties to make their own decisions both individually and

collectively about the resolutton of the dispute, rather than imposing his own ideas on the
parties. Self determination 1s the essence of the Concihation process.

(12) Settlement of dispute must be based on informed consent.

(13) Conduct all proceeding relaung to the resolution of dispute in accordance with the law

{14) Concihator must refrain from promises or guarantee of results

Gram Nyayalaya to dispose of proceedings: (1) Upon submtssion of the report by the Concihator/
Conciliators. the Gram Nyayalaya shall take up the matter for heanng on a date fixed therefor and
shall pronounce the judgment or order 1n terms thereof unless 1t considers the terms of the seftle-
ment unconscionable or illegal

If on the date fixed for hearing parties or any one of them fail to appear, the Gram Myayalaya shall
proceed to dispose of the proceeding in one of the modes prescribed 1n that behalf under Order IX
of the Code of Civil Procedure and pass such order as 1t deems fit

If the parties do not settle their dispute, or where the terms of settlement appears Lo be unconscionable
or 1llegal, the Gram Nyayalaya shall proceed to hear and dispose of the matter on mertts 1n
accordance with law

Place of sitting The place of sitting shall be as directed by the Gram Nayadhikari, taking 1nto consid-
eration, the convenience of the parties

Control Concihator will work under the control of the Gram Nyayadhikan of that area.

Records: The Gram Nyayadhikart will maintam the register of all matters referred and response
recerved from the Conciliators.

Remuneration . The remuneration shall be paid as prescribed by the State Government.

Training : The Conciliators will be imparted with 20 Hrs. training by MPSLSA. The Volunteers/
Conciliators will be taught basic concept of conciliation to be nabled them to act as Conciliator.

Duty of Conciliator to disclose certain facts :

(1) When a person is approached in connection with his proposed appomtment as Conciliator, he shall

disclose any circumstances likely to give rise to a reasonable doubt as to his independence or
imparttality.

(2) Every Concihiator shall from the time of s appointment and throughout continuance of the con-

ciliation proceedings, without delay, disclose to the parties, about the existence of any circum-
stance referred to m sub-rule (1).”

APPLICATION FOR SEEKING INFORMATION:—

The authorized person,
on being satisfied, will issue the rejection order in Form °E’ as soon as practicable, normally
within fifteen days and in any case not later than thirty days from the date of the receipt of the
application. The application fee deposited in such cases shall not be refunded.

If the requested information falls within the authonzed person's jurisdiction, but not in one or
more of the categories listed in Section 8 and 9 of the Act. The authorized person, on being so
satisfied, shall supply the information to the applicant in Form ‘F°*. falling within its jurisdiction,
in case the information sought is partly outside the jurisdiction of the authorized person or partly
falls 1n categories listed in Sections 8 and 9 of the Act.

The informatton shall be supplied as soon as practicable, normally within fifteen days and 1n any
case not later than thirty days from the date of the receipt of the application on deposit of the
balance amount, if any, to the authorized person. In case of online application, the information
